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Abstract

This study presents the opinions of Veterinary Science sophomores
toward the English for Veterinary Profession I course, for which they
registered in semester 1 of the academic year 2011. The students were
asked to complete questionnaires and twelve students were randomly
selected for an interview. The findings from the questionnaires and the
interviews reveal positive opinions toward the course and show that the
classroom activities promote their language learning. As for the problematic
areas of the course, the students said the speakers, in the audio trades for
the listening activities, spoke too fast. Moreover, there was not enough
practice within the classroom. The researcher discusses the research findings
and proposes solutions to the problems.
