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The competence of L1 English - L2 Thai language learners in error

awareness of basic Thai serial verb constructions

Abstract

The aims of the current study are to investigate the ability of L1 English - L2
Thai learners to detect any anomalies related to basic Thai Serial Verb
Constructions (SVCs) and to specify the SVC patterns that tend to be
problematic to the certain group of learners. The target language and
learners’ first language differ as regards the serializability of verbs: Thai
allows a sentence to contain a string of verbs co-occurring together without
any overt conjoin or verb conjugation, whereas English does not. The scope
of this experiment was limited to basic SVCs that consist of the juxtaposition
of only 2 non-grammaticalized and non-complement taking verbs. The
research tools used were untimed acceptability judgment tests and think-
aloud protocols. 10 English undergraduates and postgraduates whose major
subject is Thai undertook this experiment. The subjects were presented with
a set of 30 individual Thai sentences, each with a gloss and an English
translation — some of which were well-formed, and others of which were
malformed — , and then asked to verbalize their judgment about each
sentence. They were allowed to make a correction as necessary. The results
reveal that subjects’ ability to identify the inaccuracy of SVCs is fairly limited.
It is hard to detect, locate or rectify an error in the Resultative SVC pattern
(55.00%).
