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Abstract

In research, language teaching, measurement and evaluation the
system of the left hemisphere and the right hemisphere is regarded as a
significant area of practice and development for reliably attaining the goals
of language pedagogy. A research unit such as Lumosity has been
studying the role of the brain in learning and the disseminated information
about memory, general intelligence, learner awareness, flexibility, and
willingness to learn in a variety of simultaneous activities (multitasking).
Christison (1999) has researched and presented principles in the working of
the brain used for language teaching by teachers with an emphasis on
reflection and meaningfulness. Pienemann et al (2011) present a significant
approach to the learning process through brain functioning in real time.
Academics in testing, measurement, and evaluation have adopted the new
version of Bloom Taxonomy (Pohl, 2000), highlighting the creative process
at the topmost rung. In the era of ASEAN, countries with English as the
medium of communication, language learning and teaching, assessment
and evaluation should consider the wide scope of the use of English as an
international language, and focus on positive methods and solutions to the
problem leading to betterment of social situations. Appreciative Inquiry, or
AI (Stowell & West, 1991) focuses on improving the organization rather
than its removal. Al is for positive learning aimed for student readiness
and development in all aspects.
