Q:

How is the construction of the Rayong Re-
finery progressing?

The project is at present three months ahead of
the original schedule. By the end of 1994, the
contruction is 50 per cent complete, with more
than 10,000 contractor personnel working on
the construction site.

The present plan aims for the refinery to

be ready for start-up, in the first week of
January 1996, This should lead to full com-

mercial operations in April 1996.

© Will the project remain within budget?

: Thanks to the thorough preparation in the

earlier phases of the project, the number of
change orders has been relatively few for a
project of this size and complexity.

We are confident that the project will be
completed within its original budget. The most
important factor in this respect will be the

timely completion.

. What products will the refinery produce and

have there been any changes in the production

configuration?
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A More than 50 per cent of the Rayong Refinery
products falls in the middle distillate range, in
line with the consumption pattern in Thailand.
The overall product range includes LPG (liq-
uefied petroleum gas), naphtha for chemical
feedstock, unleaded gasolines, aviation fuel,
diesel oil and fuel oils.

Early in the project, it was decided not to
produce leaded gasoline any more and to
change the design in order to produce only the

unleaded grades.

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Three lakes to be developed
The Fisheries Department yesterday signed a
42 million baht contract with a consulting company
for a 16-month study of a development plan for
three lakes in Nakhon Sawan, Phayao and Sakhon
Nakhon provinces.

Department chief Vanich Vareekul and rep-

resentatives of a Thai-Japanese consortium signed

the contract for the Inland Fisheries Project at the
lakes of Bueng Boraphet in Nakhon Sawan, Kwan
Phayao in Phayao and Nong Harn in Sakhon
Nakhon.

The consortium will start work next

The lakes become shallow and deteriorated
because of weeds and plants such as water
hyacinth, and encroachment by villagers for
tarming and residence.

Tae Government is trying to get the lakes
back to their former condition so they can be used
for warer supplies and fish farming.

A Fisheries Department source said that

the consortium of 13 Japanese and 34 Thai con-
sultants will survey the three lakes and within 16
months will submit a development plan.
